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Review Board must approve change to size, structure or location of
licensed premises

32 (2) A permanent licensee may change the location of their licensed
premises only if the permanent licensee submits a proposed
replacement floor plan for the new location to the Review Board
and the Review Board approves the replacement floor plan and
the new location.

AND WHEREAS the proposed designated area, as set out in the

Licensee's application, is 9,447 square feet for a patron accommodation of 787

persons, and will be age restricted to persons 19 years of age and older;

AND WHEREAS the Licensee has provided the required documentation

from the Town of Shelburne, the Shelburne detachment of the Royal Canadian Mounted

Police (the "RCMP") and Fire Inspection Services for the Town of Shelburne, confirming

their involvement and security measures which will be in place during the event;

AND WHEREAS there is no statutory requirement to conduct a public

hearing in such circumstances, and the Board has determined that the request does not

warrant a public hearing pursuant to section 46A(b) of the Liquor Control Act (the "Acf');

AND WHEREAS the Town of Shelburne has provided approval for the

use of the designated area;

AND WHEREAS a letter of confirmation from the Town of Shelburne has

been filed confirming that liability insurance will be in place during this event on August

7, 2010;

AND WHEREAS the Board heard the application at a hearing on August

5,2010, and rendered its decision on the same date;
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IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the application of Waterfront Investments

Ltd., holder of Lounge License No. 004569 for the Wreck Room Dining Room & Sea

Dog Saloon, located at 1 Dock Street, Shelburne, Nova Scotia, for an extension of the

Lounge License to include the offsite designated area of Water Street, during the Town

of Shelburne Street Dance occurring on that site on Saturday, August 7, 2010, is

approved, effective August 5,2010, subject to the following conditions:

1. This extension of licensing privileges permits the sale and service of liquor in the
designated area outlined above, operated by the Licensee in an area between
149 - 159 Water Street, as identified in the plans for the special event provided
by the Licensee, between the hours of 9:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m. on Saturday,
August 7, 2010. In the event the August 7th date is cancelled due to inclement
weather, the Licensee is entitled to hold this event on August 14, 2010, at the
same place and times,

2. The Licensee is responsible to ensure that, with respect to the licensed
designated area, persons under the age of 19 (nineteen) years are not permitted
to enter in the licensed area or be sold or served or provided with liquor.

3. Pursuant to sections 22 and 67 of the Regulations, the maximum number of
patrons permitted in the licensed designated area is as follows, unless a fire
official subsequently sets a lower occupant load:

9,447 square feet

Patron Accommodation
787 persons

4. Pursuant to section 55(1) of the Regulations, the licensed designated area shall
be vacated of patrons one-half hour after service of liquor has been terminated
and the Licensee remains responsible for the conduct of patrons and the
management and control of the licensed area until vacated.

5. The area covered under this temporary license extension shall be defined and
separated from the unlicensed area by barriers of sufficient height and stability to
adequately provide the necessary security and control over access to and egress
from the licensed area.

6. This approval is granted on the basis of the Board's understanding that the event
organizing committee (including representation from the Shelburne detachment
of the RCMP, the Town of Shelburne, and the AGO) are satisfied that the
complement of security personnel, police, AGO Investigation and Enforcement
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staff and all other staff, as outlined in the documentation filed in respect of this
application, is adequate to provide the controls necessary to ensure that the sale,
service and consumption of liquor, as well as access to and egress from the
licensed area during this event is carried out in an orderly manner and the safety
of the public is not compromised.

7. Compliance with the Act, and the conditions set out herein during this event is
the responsibility of the Licensee and, in the event that disciplinary action is
ordered by the Board in respect of an infraction found to have occurred in or
about the designated area during this event, the disciplinary action will apply to
the permanent licensed facilities operating in Wreck Room Dining Room & Sea
Dog Saloon under the authority of Eating Establishment Liquor License No.
004568 and Lounge License No. 004569.

8. The Licensee must ensure that the temporary extension of licensing privileges to
the designated area for this event are in compliance with all fire safety and
municipal requirements which may apply.

9. All liquor which is brought upon, served, sold or consumed in the designated
area must be liquor which has been purchased from the Nova Scotia Liquor
Corporation, under the authority of Lounge License No. 004569.

10. The Board has approved the extension of Lounge License No. 004569, which is
ordinarily limited to identified areas within Wreck Room Dining Room & Sea Dog
Saloon, to an offsite location, on the basis of the unique circumstances of this
proposed event. This approval should not be considered a precedent with
respect to potential future requests for extensions of licensing privileges to offsite
locations.

11. The appropriate Wreck Room Dining Room & Sea Dog Saloon officials must
meet with AGO officials prior to this event to review the requirements of the Act,
Regulations, and the conditions set out in this Order.
